Requirements

1. College Seminar

College Seminar aims at widening 

students’ exposure and developing 

awareness in knowledge outside their 

disciplines.  Diverse topics will be 

discussed by professionals. Full-time 

bachelor’s degree students are required 

to join at least eight Seminars before 

graduation.

2. Work-Integrated Learning    

Programme (WILP) - Internship

WILP Internship (480 hours) involves 

work-based learning experiences that are 

relevant to students’ disciplines. 

Students’ Practicum as arranged by the 

academic programme is equivalent.

3. Community Service Programme

To enable students to possess the 

attributes of being morally and 

intellectually responsive with social 

awareness and a caring attitude for 

needy people, TWC requires all students, 

both degree and sub-degree, to complete 

30 hours (10 hours College-Based 

and 20 hours Community-Based) of 

community service as part of the 

graduation requirement.

Life Planning & Career Services

SAO provides career development services 

which includes CV Doctor, mock interview 

practice, individual career guidance, e-

resources, career talks and training 

workshops.  Different kinds of internship 

and job opportunities are also released 

weekly to all students and graduates via 

SAO Webpage and mass email.
