Admission Requirements

For Year 1 entry to degree programmes, applicants should meet one of the following requirements:

1. Starting from 2024, the renamed Liberal Studies subject, which is now known as Citizenship and Social Development, of the Hong Kong
Diploma of Secondary Education Examination (HKDSE) will be changed from being graded in five levels to being marked as “Attained” and “Not
Attained”. In this connection, the College has decided the general admission requirements for Bachelor’'s degree programmes (First Year Entry)
will be adjusted as follows from 2024/25 Entry onwards:

2. Have obtained equivalent qualifications.

Students admitted to the Senior Year may be required to satisfactorily complete some bridging courses. The bridging courses can be Discipline
courses or General Education courses offered in the first two years of the curriculum.

Notes (1) For non-Chinese-speaking learners, alternative Chinese Language qualifications will be accepted for students who have met the specified conditions: (a) students who have learned Chinese
Language for less than 6 years while receiving primary and secondary education; (b) students who have learned Chinese Language for 6 years or more in schools, but have been taught an
adapted and simpler Chinese Language curriculum not normally applicable to the majority of students in local schools. ApL Chinese (for non-Chinese speaking students) should, in general,
be accepted as an alternative Chinese Language qualification, among other acceptable alternative Chinese Language qualifications.
